
 
Example Ten Channel Audio Configuration 

 
 
 

 
This audio configuration will work quite well with the Paramount series.  Speakers should be as accurate as 
possible and all the same model ideally.  Quality is far more important than quantity.  Using two 
subwoofers helps to even out eigenmodes in the listening room. 
 
[A] channels 1 and 2 Diaphonic Diapason, Tibia, Gamba, Harp 

[B] channels 3 and 4 Tuba, Open Diapason, Flute, Chrysoglott 

[C] channels 5 and 6 English Horn, Strings, Clarinet, Orch Oboe, Xylo 

[D] channels 7 and 8 Trumpet, Gamba Celeste,Vox, Glock, Chimes, Traps 

[E] channels 9 and 10 Optional rear reverb (from convolver or hardware reverb unit) 
 

Route 16 foot ranks through the subwoofers connected to channels 1/2 (SW1) and 3/4 (SW2) if possible.  
Segregate similar ranks into different channel pairs to minimize “signal mixing effect”. 
 
The speaker positions are “near-field”.  That is, they are relatively close to the listener and well away from 
walls, floor and ceiling.   Subwoofers should be near corners to maximize deep bass extension. This 
approach works best in small, well damped rooms.  
 
The channels 9 and 10 could be used as rear surrounds for reverberation from a convolver or hardware 
reverb unit. 
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
